2. W.V.A.S.A. Report – Mr. Keathley reported on the Martinsburg meeting; visiting Spring Hill Primary which is a remarkable “green” school.  Part of the meeting focus was to formalize the agenda for the Summer Conference which will be held in June at the Marriott in Charleson.
